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HISTORY AND GROWTH OF THE COLLEGE

The history of A.V.C. College is part of the history of the Anbanathapuram Vahaira
Charities, Mayiladuthurai. The illustrious Thiru.S.Ramalingam Pillai, whose descendants
settled downatthevillages Anbanathapuram, Eanathimangalam, Pallavarayanpet, Karugudy
and Kanganamputhur, set apart the sixth share of his deceased son, Thiru. Velayutham Pillai,
for charitable purposes. The property endowed for charitable purposes was managed by the
eldest male member of the five families.

In 1948, at the initiative of some of the elder members of these families, a scheme was
framed for the better management of the charities. Under the scheme, the Sub Court of
Mayiladuthurai appointed M/s S. Rathinam Pillai, N. Somasundaram Pillai, B. Thirugnanam
Pillai and T. Sadayappa Pillai, as the first Trustees. Besides mass feeding of the poor and
conducting regular poojas in various temples, the Anbanathapuram Vahaira charities
did yeomam service to society. The Local Fund Hospital building at Manalmedu, the
General Ward in the Mahatma Gandhi T.B. Sanitorium at Sengippatty near Thanjavur were
constructed by AVC. '

The efficient management of the Trust elabled the accumulation of a surplus of Rs.2.5
lakhs by 1952-53. With the active support and guidance of Thiru. T.S.Palaniappan, L.A.S.,
the then Collector of Thanjavur District, The trustees could start the A.V.C. College. The
Syndicate of the Madras University granted affiliation to the College at its meeting held on
20th May, 1955. -

The college was inaugurated on 29% June 1955 by His Holiness, the 25th
Gurumahasannidhanam of Dharmapuram Adheenam and started functioning from 5th July
1955 at the Municipal Elementary school building in Dr.Varadachariar Part, Mayiladuthurai.
The student strength in the inaugural year was 120, in the first year of intermediate class.

A beautiful 54 acre site at Mannampandal belonging to Arulmigu Mayuranatha Swamy
Temple was chosen for the permanent location for the College. His Holiness the Gurumaha
Sannidhanam of Thiruvavaduthurai Adheenam, the hereditary trustee of the temple gave
the site in exchange of 17 acres of wet land belonging to the A.V. Charities. The College was
shifted to its present location at Mannampandal after it had functioned for two years at the
Municipal Park premises. The College celebrated its Silver Jubilee in 1980, Golden Jubilee
in 2005 and Diamond Jubilee in 2015. The Evening Section for women was started on 15th
August 1984. National Institute of Educational Planning and Administration (NIEPA) has
adjudged the institution as one of the best-administered Autonomous Colleges in India.

A.V.C. College that was started with 120 students has grown to be an autonomous college

with Post Graduate and Research programmes with student strength of about 5537, faculty
strength of about 263 and over 104 non-teaching staff members,
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Autonomous status was conferred on us in 1987 and since then the college has taken
up innovative steps and measures in the areas of teaching, learning, evaluation, researcp,
extension and charitable activities. We have been awarded ‘A’ Grade (CGPA = 3.34 oyt of
4.00) by NAAC who assessed us for the third time. I am very proud to state here that oy
College has been awarded the status of “College with Potential for Excellence”, a very rare
honour offered by UGC to a College all over India. Recently the UGC has identified our
college eligible for elevation to the “Degree Awarding Status”. Ours is one of such 11 colleges
identified by UGC in Tamilnadu for such a rare honour.

In 1980-81, the department had the privilege
of starting the unique M.Sc., Wildlife Biology course and thereafter it was recognized ag
a Research Department with the starting of Part-time and Full-time M.Phil., Courses in
Zoology and Wildlife Biology in the year 1982.

Presently the department is full-fledged with UG, PG, M.Phil. and
Ph.D. (Part-time and Full time) programmes. Besides, in the Self Financing category M.Sc.,
Zoology was started during the academic year 1994-95. We also started B.Sc., Biotechnology
and M.Sc., Bioinformatics during 2003-04, which subsequently have become separate
departments. From the academic year 2011-12, girl students are also admitted in UG Zoology.
